                             The Circumcision Made With Hands 

Gen 17:10 This is My covenant which you shall keep, between Me and you and your 

descendants after you: Every male child among you shall be circumcised; 

Rom 4:9-14 Does this blessedness then come upon the circumcised only, or upon the 

uncircumcised also? For we say that faith was accounted to Abraham for righteousness. How 

then was it accounted? While he was circumcised, or uncircumcised? Not while circumcised, but 

while uncircumcised. And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the 

faith which he had while still uncircumcised, that he might be the father of all those who believe, 

though they are uncircumcised, that righteousness might be imputed to them also, and the father 

of circumcision to those who not only are of the circumcision, but who also walk in the steps of 

the faith which our father Abraham had while still uncircumcised.  
 

                                       Circumcision of The Heart 

Lev 26:40,41 ‘But if they confess their iniquity and the iniquity of their fathers, with their 

unfaithfulness in which they were unfaithful to Me, and that they also have walked contrary to Me, 

and that I also have walked contrary to them and have brought them into the land of their 

enemies; if their uncircumcised hearts are humbled, and they accept their guilt— 



Deu 10:16 “Therefore circumcise the foreskin of your heart, and be stiff-necked no longer. 

Jer 4:4 Circumcise yourselves to the LORD, And take away the foreskins of your hearts, You 

men of Judah and inhabitants of Jerusalem, Lest My fury come forth like fire, And burn so that no 

one can quench it, Because of the evil of your doings.” 

Rom 2:28,29 For he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that which is outward 

in the flesh; but he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the Spirit, 

not in the letter; whose praise is not from men but from God. 

  

                                            Spiritual Baptism 

Rom 6:3,4 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were 

baptized into His death? Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just 

as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in 

newness of life. 

  

                                                      We Are Now Alive 

Eph 2:1-5 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; Wherein in time 

past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the 

air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: Among whom also we all had our 

conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the 

mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others. But God, who is rich in mercy, for 

his great love wherewith he loved us, Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us 

together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) 

  

Num 15:22 ‘If you sin unintentionally, and do not observe all these commandments which the 

LORD has spoken to Moses 

Jos 1:7 “Only be strong and very courageous, that you may observe to do according to all the 

law which Moses My servant commanded you; do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left, 

that you may prosper wherever you go.
